They 

can be form fitting 

vest, suspenders, 

b e l t  m o u n t e d 

pouches and cold 

weather float coats. 

Chances of surviving 

a fall overboard or 

boating accident rise 

dramatically through 

use of a life jacket. 

Remember, there is 

seldom enough time 

to don a life jacket 

after a fall or once 

another incident 

o cc u r s ;  i t  i s 

exceedingly difficult 

to put on a life 

jacket once you are 

in the water.
